JAPAN will cull 110,000 free-range chickens 
suspected of having a mild form of bird flu, officials 
said today.  

The birds will be killed at a farm in Ogawa in northern 
Japan's Ibaraki prefecture where many birds have 
been destroyed at dozens of other farms over the past 
few months following bird flu outbreaks involving the 
H5N2 virus - a mild strain which Japanese officials say 
has never infected humans.
