ROMANIA confirmed cases of deadly bird flu in five 
villages in and around the Danube delta today after 
test results from a British laboratory detected the 
H5N1 virus, officials said.  

Romania does not have the capacity to test for the 
disease and instead sends samples to the UK for 
confirmation.  

H5N1 has killed 71 people in Asia since late 2003, but 
experts say a flu pandemic among humans could kill 
millions.
